We all went to Mothers
for supper. Mother, Marie, LeRoy, Pete, boys and | went to see Christmas trees. CR's
went to Basting tree, had gift exchange.

Saturday, December 25, 1937. Fair, chilly. We were all at Aunt Rosa'’s for dinner and
supper. Had gift exchange with them. We girls went to Dorothy's few minutes in eve,
also stopped at Mrs. Otto’s.

Sunday, December 26, 1937. Partly cloudy. We were all at Uncle Chas S. for dinner and
supper. Edgar's there too. | didn't feel very good in eve.

Monday, December 27, 1937. Cloudy, misty. Washed, dried clothes in house. | was
sick, had to lie down in p.m. LeRoy went to McComb. Sylvia (sp?) there.

Tuesday, December 28, 1937. Partly cloudy. | was feeling some better. Mother done
my ironing, shortened my red dress in p.m.

Wednesday, December 29, 1937. Cloudy. | baked two batches of cookies, feeling fair.
Mother and Marie here awhile in eve. We were all at Roy's for supper.

Thursday, December 30, 1937. Cloudy, misty. Feeling better. Went to Farm Bureau
banquet. Stopped to see Dr. Howard, had temperature. He made me go to bed. So came
home and went to bed. Boys at Aunt Rosa for the day. LeRoy came back.

Friday, December 31, 1937. Mother came out, went back in eve. Allen went home with
her. 1 wasn't feeling so good, had a terrible cough & so sore.
